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1. A medical note is a note signed by a medical provider.  It should follow student or parental medical requests, such as extra bathroom privileges or P.E. restrictions, within 2 weeks.

2. Physical Education is a regular part of the school curriculum.  If a student has an injury or illness that requires that they be excused from activity in physical education, he/she should have a medical note.  It is expected that any student who has restricted activity in physical education will have restricted activity at recess, as well.   We need to be certain that any student who is recovering from an injury or illness is safe at school.

3. Notes received from medical providers pertaining to particular students must be shared with pertinent school personnel.  This includes the classroom teacher(s), P.E. teacher (if it involves P.E.), attendance secretary,  and school nurse.  

4. It is the responsibility of the school principal to assign a staff member designated to distribute medical notes to the pertinent school personnel.

5. In many cases, medical notes do not have an expiration date.  Therefore, medical notes will be honored for a maximum of one school year, unless otherwise specified by the medical provider on the note.

6. In the event that there are questions about the medical note received, a referral shall be made to the school nurse for case management.

7. It is the responsibility of the parent/guardian to provide and update medical notes.
