(Refine, Define, and Design Curriculum Review)

In a nutshell, RDD is a curriculum review period to REFINE instructional practices and curriculum mapping by DEFINING specific and purposeful learning targets/objectives aligned with the Common Core and North Carolina Essential Standards and DESIGNING: (a.) engaging, student-centered instructional lessons; (b.) quality assessments; (c) learning gaps; and (d) alternative instructional plans to address gaps in learning.

1.  Submit dates for grade level/department planning before the end-of-year checkout.  Submit to both your principal and appropriate Curriculum Director.

2.  3 days maximum – 100/day stipend

3.  Work towards completing and/or refining the units completed last year, specifically the 1st grading period…focus on quality not quantity!!

4.  Concentrate on resources, pre-assessment to identify learning gaps for pre-requisite skills, quality/variety of assessments and differentiation to address those that experience difficulties and those that need enrichment
